Time to ask for volunteers for the Lutheran Hour
Ministries/Lutheran Laymen's League booth at the Missouri
State Fair.

We provide an assortment of free Christian materials to fairgoers. Our booth
is 'manned' by volunteers from around the state. Each volunteer or pair of
volunteers spends 4 hours sharing their smiles, greetings, and free materials
with people as they pass the booth. It is a very rewarding way to be Jesus'
hands and feet in that place.

The State Fair this year runs from Aug 7-17 in Sedalia. Each day is
divided into 3 shifts: 9am-1pm, 1pm-5pm, and 5pm-8 or 9pm (depending
on the day). Volunteers are asked to keep materials stocked on the table and
rack and to offer them to visitors. One person alone can easily fill each shift,
although some folks like to bring a friend. We ask you to please arrive at the
booth 10 minutes prior to the beginning of your shift to allow time to get
oriented to the booth, see what materials we have, and where they are. If
you are working the second or third shifts, it also gives you time to touch
base with those working the shift before you. The booth is in the Varied
Industries building on the north wall.
